Case for Free Trade

The act of opening up economies for trading is known as free trade or trade
liberalisation.

Globalisation along with free trade can adversely affect the economies of
developing countries by not giving equal playing field by imposing conditions
which are unfavourable.

The division of the society into male, female and transgender is believed
to be natural and biological.
